Change of name for LehtiMarket Oy 
As of June 10

th
 2009, ASA member LehtiMarket Oy changed its name to LM Information Delivery. The new brand 

name will be LM Information Delivery in English, LM Tietopalvelut in Finnish, LM Informationstjänst in Swedish and 
LM Informasjontjenester in Norwegian. The company’s official name, the name that it will also be VAT registered 
with, will remain LehtiMarket Oy. Affiliate company, LehtiMarket Consumer Service Oy, which handles the 
company’s  consumer customers, will not be affected in any way by the new name. 

The reason behind the introduction of the new brand name is LM Information Delivery’s growing international 
presence. LM Information Delivery was founded in 1972 and is a family-owned company that has seen a strong 
growth in recent years. In 2007, it entered into the Nordic and Baltic markets, with the goal of becoming the 
leading information services provider in these countries as well. The company also wanted their new name to be 
more in line with the services they offer.

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Multi-Science chooses EMPACT  
(June 24) EMpact Sales, the publisher representation group of EBSCO Information Services, and Multi-Science 
Publishing Co Ltd have signed an agreement in which EMpact will serve as exclusive sales and marketing 
representative. According to the agreement, EMpact will promote scientific journals that concentrate on energy, 
acoustics and engineering disciplines for Multi-Science, in both print and electronic format, in Taiwan, Hong Kong, 
Macau, Thailand, Singapore, Malaysia, Philippines and China. 
 
DA acquires Languages Direct 
(June 15

th
) DA Information Services (DA) have acquired Languages Direct, the leading supplier of LOTE (Languages 

Other Than English) books and AV material to Libraries in Australasia. This acquisition will mean public, state and 
university libraries in Australia, New Zealand and South East Asia can now consolidate English Language and LOTE 
purchasing easily. As both companies are headquartered in Melbourne, integration has already commenced to 
incorporate Languages Direct as a division of DA Information Services (full story).

AAA price freeze 
(July 20

th 
2009) The American Anthropological Association (AAA) has announced that its Executive Board voted to 

freeze 2010 subscription rates for all of its journals in an effort to respond to the concerns of their primary 
subscribers. The rate-freeze also applies to AnthroSource, the AAA-supported online portal providing access to over 
100 years of anthropological knowledge. For more information, contact the AAA’s Director of Publishing, Oona

IOP price freeze 
(July 20

th 
2009) Institute of Physics Publishing (IOP) has announced it is introducing e-only subscriptions for 2010. 

The new e-only option will allow customers to renew 2009 subscriptions to all IOP Publishing-owned titles in 2010 
with no price increase. E-only versions of IOP journal packages will also be available for the first time. A full list of 
2010 prices, including all IOP partner journal prices, is  available here.  
 
MIT announces 2010 price freeze  
(July 20

th 
2009) In response to budget pressures facing the library community, MIT Press have announced they will 

keep online-only pricing at 2009 levels for 2010. This applies to all journals as well as MITP's online collection of 
resources in the brain and cognitive sciences, CogNet. For the majority of journals, the print + online option will see 
what MIT describe as a very modest price increase for 2010. For full pricing information click here. 
 
American Medical Association to freeze subscription prices for 2010 
(July 15

th 
2009) The American Medical Association has announced that 2010 prices for JAMA & Archives Journals 

and American Medical News will remain the same as they were in 2009. The price freeze applies to American 
Medical News and all JAMA & Archives products, including the AMA Site License, institutional Limited Access 
subscriptions, individual print and online only subscriptions, and the recently completed JAMA & Archives Backfiles 
collection. For more information about JAMA & Archives  contact: journalsales@ama-assn.org 
 
EUP 2010 pricing announcement 
(July 7

th 
2009) Edinburgh University  Press have announced their 2010 prices are now available. Price increases have 

been kept to a minimum and US rates have been frozen at 2009 levels. For full information on pricing, resources for 
librarians and for the complete 2010 price list click here or contact journals@eup.ed.ac.uk 
 
Thieme announces 2010 price freeze 
(July 7

th 
2009) Thieme Publishing Group has announced it will be freezing its journal prices for 2010. This new 

pricing policy applies to journals with electronic subscriptions plus subscriptions that include both the print and 
electronic formats. Not raising prices, despite the increasing costs for Thieme, will enable institutions to continue to 
provide access to critical resources. The new pricing policy aims to assist librarians, confronted with possible  
budgetary cutbacks, in maintaining a consistent level of service (full press release).

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AIM 2010 pricing announcement 
(July 6

th 
2009) The publishers of the journal Annals of Internal Medicine have announced the price of this 

prestigious journal will not be increased for 2010. 
 
Brill 2010 pricing announcement 
(July 5

th 
2009) Brill has announced there will be no price increases for certain types of subscription in 2010. The 

EURO electronic-only price and the US$ electronic + print price will not increase; the US$ electronic-only price will 
actually decrease by 7%*. Furthermore, Brill is re-introducing a print-only option at 110% of the electronic-only list 
price for those customers that have not registered for online access. The combined electronic + print price is set at 
120% of electronic-only.  The introduction of this new pricing policy allows Brill's customers to either freeze their 
expenditure on Brill's journals or pay less by switching from combined electronic + print to e-only. 
(*Except for a small number of journals with increased page budgets). 

 
Oxford Journals pricing information for 2010 
(July 1st 2009) OUP have made some changes to their pricing policy for 2010. Following consultation with the 
library community, from 2010 onwards the online only price will be the ‘base’ price for all OUP journals (rather 
than the print-plus-online or combined price). The print-only price will be 110% and the combined price 120% of 
the online-only price. In view of the current budgetary pressures facing many libraries, OUP are also offering their 
customers the option to subscribe to the online version of OUP journals with no price rise, or even a price reduction 
if they previously subscribed to the combined version. For this reason, OUP are also announcing that there will be 
no increase in the online-only price between 2009 and 2010 for the majority of their journals (full details). 
 
Mixed view of economic downturn from scholarly societies  
(July 1st 2009) Sixty percent of professional and scholarly societies believe that the global economic downturn 
might be a stimulus to introducing efficiencies within their organizations, while 57% think it might provide 
opportunities for launching new activities or services for their members, according to a new study presented at the 
Wiley-Blackwell Executive Seminar held at the Royal Society, London, on June 19th 2009. 

The study carried out by Wiley-Blackwell examined the potential impact of the economic downturn on its society 
publishing partners. Sixty-eight percent characterized the global economic downturn as moderately negative, while 
17% stated that it will have minimal negative impact or may even be beneficial. 

Asked to rank the expected impact of the economic downturn on each category of their organization’s revenues or 
assets, more than 75% of society officers believed that there would be a very or slightly negative impact on their 
membership dues and conference income, with the most concern expressed about endowments and investments. 
Thirty-two percent did not anticipate any change in income from publishing, forty-seven percent believed it could 
be slightly affected, while 17% percent felt this area may be very affected. 

In terms of strategies to ride out the economic crunch, 41% said that they would consider downsizing while a 
further 41% said they would consider expanding. More than half (54%) felt that the way to navigate the recession 
was outsourcing some of their core activities, such as publishing. Two-thirds thought that their publishing needs 
would not change during the recession, while one-third thought they would. (full press release).  

 
Other Industry News & Announcements 

 
Elsevier Announces the “Article of the Future”  

(July 20th 2009) Elsevier has announced the ‘Article of the Future’ project, an ongoing collaboration with the 
scientific community to redefine how a scientific article is presented online. The project takes full advantage of 
online capabilities, allowing readers individualized entry points and routes through content, while exploiting the 
latest advances in visualization techniques. 

The Article of the Future launches its first prototypes this week. The key feature of the prototypes is a hierarchical 
presentation of text and figures so that readers can elect to drill down through the layers based on their current 
task in the scientific workflow and their level of expertise and interest. This organizational structure is a significant 
departure from the linear-based organization of a traditional print-based article in incorporating the core text and 
supplemental material within a single unified structure. To read the full press release for this story, click here.

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Important changes to ACS journals 
(July 17

th
 2009) The American Chemical Society (ACS) Publications Division has announced a series of product, 

platform and pricing initiatives in 2009-2010 which it believes will meet the information demands of scientific 
readers and the research libraries that support them. Key among the changes is an immediate shift from traditional 
size print to a novel “rotated and condensed” print format that will be used for most of the Society’s publications. 
Three flagship ACS  journals plus the society’s weekly magazine Chemical & Engineering News, which is subscribed 
to by the Society’s base of 154,000 members, will remain in the traditional format.  
 
In addition, effective in 2010, ACS will end two discount programs, one for libraries and one for its members, 
applicable solely to its print-format journals. The Society will maintain its practice of offering deeply discounted 
electronic subscriptions as a benefit to it members. It has also announced a time-limited, print-to-digital upgrade 
program in 2009 to further assist customers in controlling costs, ending subscription duplication, and transitioning 
to ACS’ award-winning Web platform.  
 
The ACS believes that most subscribers and readers now prefer to access ACS journals online but maintains that 
cost reductions associated with the move to a new two-up, rotated and condensed print format will enable the 
Society to extend the viability of the printed format to institutional customers whose users continue to demand 
that medium. In order to share the cost-saving benefits of the new format with library customers, ACS has 
announced plans to keep prices flat on its print journals for 2010. (Read full press release). 
 
AIP announces 2010 pricing 
The American Institute of Physics Publishing has announced its 2010 institutional subscription rates. Full details are 
available from the AIP website.

AAUP announces e-publishing deal for its members 
The Association of American University Presses (AAUP), a non-profit organization of academic publishers 
announced a cooperative agreement with iPublishCentral, a self-service e-content delivery platform from Impelsys, 
to support its 130 members in pursuing electronic publishing.  The partnership provides AAUP members with a 
discount for using iPublishCentral’s e-publishing platform and services through AAUP (full details). 
 

CUP  announce journals pricing for 2010 
Cambridge University Press have announced that a preliminary version of their 2010 journal subscription rates is 
available.

News from EDItEUR (ICEDIS) 
 

ICEDIS Price message signed off & ready to use 
As signalled in a previous edition of ASA News, ICEDIS and EDItEUR have been working to introduce a new and 
flexible standard for communicating serials price catalog information.  A focussed and very active ICEDIS business 
group, representing leading subscription agents and serials publishers, has collaborated with EDItEUR consultants 
to specify and refine an ICEDIS Price Message, based upon the ONIX for Serials XML standard. Between the Spring 
2009 ICEDIS meeting at UKSG and end-June of this year, the message has been specified, refined and most recently, 
signed off as fit for business use. 
 
The new message can convey a wide range of price catalog information, from simple print or online list prices 
through to complex package or tiered pricing details, in a form that can be ingested automatically into agents’ 
systems.  ASA members Harrassowitz and Lehtimarket, working closely with their publishing partners Wiley and 
T&F Informa, have led the way, whilst another team comprising Swets and Elsevier is actively engaged in evaluating 
the steps taken to date.
