EBSCO Australia Appoints New Regional Sales Manager

(16/10/09) EBSCO Australia has announced the appointment of Julie Boyd-Reynolds as its new regional sales
manager, based in the company's Melbourne office.

Harrassowitz unveils its E-Stats for Libraries service

Long-term ASA member Harrassowitz has announced the availability of its E-Stats for Libraries service, providing
consolidated usage statistics from COUNTER-compliant online providers. This new service harvests usage statistics
from publishers’ websites and consolidates them into a single COUNTER-style report adding acquisitions
information, including cost, for each subscription managed by Harrassowitz. Cost data, both the base price and the
amount invoiced, are also added, along with annotations indicating when a title has been ordered as part of a
package or combination, giving the library the best possible picture of the cost per resource, even when the
resource is part of a package or combination. The consolidated report also helps libraries identify overlapping
subscriptions that can occur when an organization subscribes to multiple packages. For more information contact
Tina Feick.

EBSCO reveals RapidRenewal service

EBSCO and a number of library consortia are working together to help consortia members reduce the cost and
burden of processing e-journal package renewals by using EBSCO’s RapidRenewal® service, available via
EBSCONET®. As libraries face the most dramatic budget conditions in history, they are often losing staff necessary
to handle administrative tasks. EBSCO's RapidRenewal, an online tool for managing the renewal of licensed e-
journal collections, is designed to ease the administrative burdens associated with renewing e-journal packages. By
partnering with consortia, EBSCO is able to provide an e-package renewal tool to more customers for managing
contract data at a consortia level (see original Press Release).

STM Event summarised on Scholarly Kitchen

For those who were unable to attend this year’s STM Conference at the Frankfurt Bookfair, Michael Clarke has
provided a useful summary on the SSP blog, The Scholarly Kitchen. Colleagues interested in disruptive technologies
and the changing nature of scholarly communication will find both the summary and the discussion it has so far
attracted, edifying.

JISC Acquires Content Complete

JISC Collections, the organisation which manages the acquisition and provision of digital resources for universities
and colleges in the UK, has reached an agreement to acquire Oxfordshire-based Content Complete Ltd.
Content Complete has been JISC Collections’ negotiation agent for NESLi2, the UK’s online journal initiative for the
higher education and research communities, for the last six years. The company has also worked very closely with
JISC Collections on a range of projects and activities in this area including archiving, usage data, online journal
business models and, more recently, e-textbooks (see original Press Release).

ALPSP Survey on library purchasing

The Association of Learning and Professional Society Publishing (ALPSP) has released a survey of library purchasing
habits entitled: Responding to the credit crunch - what now for librarians and libraries? Amongst other findings the
survey reveals that the average number of journals being made available by the libraries surveyed more than
doubled between 2000 and 2009. However, librarians are predicting that they will provide access to around the
same number of journals in 2010 as they did in 2009, with more journals purchased as part of 'big deals' and fewer
as single subscriptions. Key findings plus the full report as a PDF (free to ALPSP members; fee for non-members) are

JISC reports on the Impact of the Economic Downturn

The UK’s Joint Information Systems Committee (JISC), Society of College, National and University Libraries (SCONUL)
and Universities and Colleges Information Systems Association (UCISA) have released a report on the impact of the
economic recession on university library and IT services which contains the findings of 40 interviews carried out in
36 universities across the UK (full details here).

An overview of scientific and scholarly journal publishing’, a follow-up to the 2006 report, ‘Scientific publishing in
transition: an overview of current developments’.
